BREEDPLAN itself has 
been around for almost 40 years and is used 
by 100+ breed associations in 15 countries. 
It is a proven technology with extensive 
scientific research and knowledge behind it. 

HOW TO USE EBVS TO SELECT ANIMALS 

It is important to note that the Red Angus 
and Simmental GROUP BREEDPLAN EBVS 
contained in this catalogue can only 
currently be used within each breed and 
cannot be used to compare across the 
breeds.  

EBVs are expressed in the units of 
measurement for each particular trait.  They 
are shown as positive or negative differences 
between an individual animal's genetics and 
the genetic base to which the animal is 
compared.   For example, a bull with a 600-
Day Weight EBV of +50 kg is 9 kg above a 
breed average of 39kg. This means that his 
progeny would be expected to be 5.5 kg (11 
kg ÷ 2 as half the genetics come from the 
cow) heavier than the progeny of a breed 
average bull. 

The breed average can also be found in the 
percentile tables (Top 50% line). These 
tables can be used to evaluate where each 
animal ranks within the breed for each EBV 
trait. For example, a +50 kg bull would rank

Another useful tool is the EBV percentile 
graph which can be found on the 
BREEDPLAN Website.

For 
most EBVs, it is desirable to have bars 
tending to the right-hand side of the graph, 
though there are exceptions (e.g. Mature 
Cow Weight) where moderate or the left 

hand side of the graph may be preferable. 
The bars are also colour coded with calving 
traits being yellow, growth traits green, 
fertility traits red, carcase traits light blue, 
other traits dark blue and selection indexes 
pink. 

The Mating Predictor on the BREEDPLAN 
website can be used to predict the parent 
average EBVs of the potential offspring from 
any potential matings. This can be useful 
when contemplating what potential progeny 
you might get from purchasing a cow or bull 
and mating to animals you already have 
access to.  The Mating Predictor can be 
found at the top of the animal search page 
of the each breeds BREEDPLAN search web 
page.  
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When using EBVs to assist in selection 
decisions, it is important to place emphasis 
on those traits that are important to the 
particular markets and environment the bull 
is to be used in.
