Scholarship Award consists of  

• Return airfare from Sydney (maybe possible to adjust to another Australian capital city) to 
Calgary Canada departing July 22 

• Entry Fees to the National Classic 
• Ticket to the WSFF Banquet Dinner 
• Host family Mader Ranch will provide food and lodgings on their farm from July 22 to 31; 

travel to the National Classic and lodgings with the show crew in their RVs from July 31 to 
August 4. The applicant will always work with Mader Ranch with farm chores, preparation 
of show team and hosting the WSFF Congress farm visit on July 30.  

• Mader Ranch will supply suitable animal for the National Classic. 
• Following the National Classic there is the opportunity to stay on in Canada and visit other 

Simmental ranches. The Canadian ranches can assist in organizing directly with the 
applicant. 

• Travel Insurance for a period of July 22 and up to August 17th, which allows for successful 
applicant to stay on for 12 days after the event to visit other Simmental ranches in the 
region.
